Refer 
Supplementary Regulations for more specific 
details. No exceptions to these regulations will be 
made. Roll protection is required in all open cars. 
Fire extinguishers are not required, however 
recommended.  

How to Enter 

Entry form can be found on the SCCNZ website. 
Priority will be given to SCCNZ members, or 
members of other MotorSport NZ-affiliated clubs. 
Entries may however be accepted from drivers 
who are not members of an affiliated club under 
App5, Schedule C, Article 5.1 of the MotorSport 
Manual. Pre-entry requirements as detailed in 
Annex A to the Event Supplementary Regulations 
will be strictly adhered to.  Entries will close when 
the maximum number of cars allowed for this event 
is reached, namely, 25 cars. You may complete the 
online Entry Form and email it back to us and 
Direct Credit your payment. As entry numbers are 
limited, cut-off dates will be strictly enforced and 
order of entry will be based solely on when the 
entry form and payment appears in our bank 
account.  Entries will only be acknowledged by 
email.
